 Edit an Event  
 

Modifying an event is very similar to event creation.  You may change events by clicking 
their calendar marker and changing all fields necessary.  In addition, if you simply 
wanted to change the date of an event you can drag and drop the event to any location 
on the calendar. 

4. Users 

Crew Members  
 

You crew and employees form the backbone of your flight department.  Through the 
aircraft scheduling system you can add all of those under your employ to the system.  
Even better, you can give them varying access rights to content in the system.  That 
means that you can give other people as much or as little control (including none) over 
you sensitive data as you want. 

 Adding a Crew Member  
 

A crew member is anyone on your flight team that you feel has a need to have access to 
the system.  To add a crew member use the navigation bar and navigate to Users ->

You should be presented with a page that contains various text fields.  Please fill in all 
information and click the next button located at the bottom of the screen to proceed to 
the next section.  Note that fields marked with an asterisk (*) are required fields and you 
cannot finish adding a crew member until all of these fields have been filled in. 

 

Note the User Type option at the bottom of the first page.  Through this you can specify 
different users.  Some users may carry a special set of permissions and fillable fields that 
will appear as you move to subsequent sections.

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Another important feature to note when adding a crew member is the permissions tab.  
This is a very important aspect of the aircraft scheduling system.  Permissions allow you 
to customize your experience.  With this feature you can allow different users different 
levels of access to the system.  You can have a pilot that also has administrator 
privileges or a cabin attendant that can only view his or her upcoming flights. 
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Once the user is set up to your liking click the submit button.  If there are any errors the 
system will promptly display them in red under the submit button.
